	Key Questions
· How can I respond positively to challenges and disappointment?

· How well am I developing new relationships?

· Who is in my network of support?

· How good am I at supporting and helping others?
	Assessment Opportunities:
(Teacher/ self/peer assessment) Informal assessment of written work; verbal feedback assessment (solo & collective)

	Starter. Think about a time you needed someone’s HELP or SUPPORT.
· What was the problem?

· Whose help did you need? Did you get that support?

· Who else gave you support and how?

Duration: 20 mins

	Learning Activity:  Complete the “Johnny needs support” exercise.
Teacher should scaffold initially – what sort of problems should young people ask for help or support for? (Not talking about you but about young people in general.) Write at least eight lines.
Duration: 35 mins
Mini-plenary: Review and Reflection: take short feedback centrally. Students may copy from that.

	Extension Activity:  Write about a page comparing TWO times in which you have offered support or help to others. Look at the SIMILARITIES and DIFFERENCES between the two examples. Use the bullet points from the starter to assist.

Duration: 20 mins

Mini-plenary: Review and Reflection: this phase is inherently reflective. Collaboration is OK.

	Plenary:  summary comments in response to the question “How do we support one another in our community and what does that have to do with ideas from earlier in the unit about HAPPINESS and HARMONY?”



Note that (a) there is no HW in this subject; (b) the “Differentiation” section of the sheet (“All / will / some”) is missing because [i] it will vary by class it is used with and [ii] these plans are new and their effect is not yet known and [iii] in the interests of efficiency it is more important to complete the overview and plan forward first rather than in depth. This section should be added by individual teachers using the lesson plans when observed. “Key questions” are drawn from the Cambridgeshire Framework.
