David is able to achieve 5 A-Cs. He is not going to. He has significant behavioural problems, hates school, has a long disciplinary record. He only likes Food, Manufacturing and Art. He has been kicked out of French and ICT already, and is on the verge in other subjects. We need a plan.
Martin is a very able and even more diligent boy. He did well at primary school and is outpacing KS3 at a rate of knots. Father is a hard-working first generation migrant who is thinking (and reasonably so) of Oxbridge. What should he do for KS4?

Louise is a lovely girl who went to a very good private school and felt stupid because she is only a B student. She feels she is a visual learner and no-one helped her at that school. She got ABB at A-level in subjects she loves but which are not practical, and wants to take English in one year for herself to prove she can do well. What to do?
Ben is a sparky character: charming, friendly, very amenable and positive and has great relations with adults. He is passionate about his football but his dyspraxia and only middling academic ability, along with a certain rumbunctiousness, have led him into trouble in a leading private school. He can learn, but generally just does not. Where now?
Sophie is a girl who has passed through KS3 forging herself a deliberate counter-cultural identity. She is a Goth, has a record with her school of drug and smoking problems, leads boys into fights to impress her. She doesn’t like learning at all – in fact she’d struggle to make sense of that sentence. How can she be helped?
Annette is a very very able girl, but she is crippingly shy – she will barely speak, and is barely audible when speaking. Classroom requests for contribution cause her to go bright red. She’s just finishing primary school and is terrified of secondary school. Her parents desperately want to help but without stigmatising / inflating the problem, and are morally / politically uncomfortable with paying for education.
Andrew is in year 8 and has a truly staggering record of being sent out of classes – 87% of days he is dismissed from at least 1 class, and has served 38 days of internal exclusion in the year to March. Yet when the prospect of a trip to an adventure centre was floated and not enough people signed up he single-handedly ran around and whipped up sufficient support. What do we do with him?
Catherine is middle ability for most things. She will get through school. She will do OK. She keeps a low profile. She’ll be fine. She does what she’s asked and is generally happy to complete work. She doesn’t like doing anything beyond what is needed. Is she the model pupil and what is the best context for her?
